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“We always give thanks to God for all of you and mention you in our prayers, constantly remembering before our God and Father your work of faith and labor of love and steadfastness of hope in our Lord Jesus Christ.  For we know brothers and sisters beloved by God, that he has chosen you, because our message of the gospel came to you not in word only, but also in power and in the Holy Spirit and with full conviction…”   1 Thessalonians 1:2-5a 
Do you remember when you first 'received the word'? Was it in Sunday School, a camp experience, in your family, in a time of crisis, or an unexpected encounter?  Did you receive the word once or over and over again?  If you have grown up in the church, your answer would probably be over and over again.  But this isn't everyone's experience.  Some people remember clearly the day and the moment when they 'received the word'.  Unfortunately there are also others who have been prevented from 'receiving the word' because of how it was presented to them, or even used against them. I have observed this personally in my interaction with some of our Food Pantry patrons as I listen to their stories about their experiences in church.  This leads to further questions: What makes it possible for us to receive the word? What makes it difficult? What makes the difference? Or who makes the difference?


First and foremost, we receive the 'word' through and from others. In Paul’s letter to the Thessalonians (most likely one of the earliest written accounts of Christianity), Paul gives pastoral encouragement and reassurance to the new Christians.  Their commitment of faith, love and hope made them a model for other new Christian communities, and Paul expresses his thanks to God regarding the Thessalonians’ reception of the gospel.  It extended not only to intellectual assent but also to models of joy in the face of persecution.

When we receive the 'word,' it is often as the result of encounters with many individuals. Some of these encounters may have been brief and resulted simply in the planting of a seed of an idea, while other encounters have resulted in enduring relationships. Regardless, every encounter is, in its own way, significant. So who are the people who have planted, watered, weeded, and tended the seed(s) that have led you to 'receive the word'? 

We also receive the ‘word’ through the Holy Spirit.  The Thessalonians also received the word in the power of the Holy Spirit. 'The word' does not stand on its own; it is accompanied by the power of God which is manifested in life-giving ways. The Holy Spirit renews our spirits, setting us apart, reminding us who and whose we are, giving us confidence and joy. The Holy Spirit confirms in our hearts and minds that what we have received is 'the word of God'; it offers us assurance and thereby enables us to receive the 'word' with conviction, even when we encounter obstacles or doubts.  How do we come to know the Holy Spirit in our lives? Is it a warm fuzzy feeling, a certainty that gives us stability, or a breath of fresh air that invites us to let go? Is it reflected back to us when we encounter it in another person? 

What we receive is not ours alone.  We demonstrate to others that we have 'received the word' through our work of faith and labor of love.  It can be tempting, when we receive the 'word', to think that we have received a special revelation, understood only by God and ourselves, and we allow this to become a justification for all we do and think. But the Holy Spirit moves in others as well as ourselves. The community of faith becomes both a source of confirmation and helpful correction.   Regular attendance in church and participation in Sunday School/Bible studies is helpful in our attempts to receive the word correctly.  [Resource:  Working Preacher, Holly Hearon]

A study from the Buck Center for Research in Aging gives new meaning to the term "helpers high."  It turns out that doing good for others doesn't just make you feel altruistic.  Service just might help keep you alive.  Study subjects who volunteered the most slashed their overall mortality by 44%.  Sounds like it's worth volunteering to me!  Maybe volunteering just helps you keep your mind off of your own aches and pains.
I knew I liked to walk for a reason...just 40 minutes 3 days a week can help prevent and even reverse memory loss and other effects of aging.  Moderate exercise increases BDNF, a protein associated with improved memory and learning.  Plus, exercise can actually increase brain volume while nonexercisers  experience a shrinkage--a contributing factor to memory loss and Alzheimer's Disease.

AND  HIGH ON FRIES....It isn't a lack of willpower that makes you incapable of having just a few of those fast food fries and instead polishing off the whole greasy bag.  The siren song of fatty foods is caused by powerful marijuana-like chemicals--endocannabinoids---that surge in your gut as soon as rich food lands on your tongue, finds an animal study from the University of California at Irvine.  Your only defense against these natural attacks is to go cold turkey.   Scary....endocannabinoids...sounds very scary!
One last bit of advice I read....pay cash at the grocery instead of swiping a card--you will spend less which translates to spending less on snacks. (Supposedly.  I already feel those endocannabinoids.)

Greetings fellow members of Faith Lutheran Church,

           By now, I am sure you have realized that Pastor Robin, Council, and the Worship & Music Committee have been making some changes to the service at Faith. I think I can speak for all of us when I say that I hope you have enjoyed at least some of these changes. If there are changes you have not enjoyed, I hope you make your preferences known to one of these individuals/groups. We are the ones making changes but we are not the only members of Faith Lutheran Church; all members have a say in what is done at the church.
            To that end, you may have noticed that there has recently been talk about weekly communion. Pastor Robin, Council, and the Worship & Music Committee are all discussing the possibility of moving to weekly communion. This is not a change we take lightly; nor is it a change that we will simply impose upon the congregation.
           As chair of the Worship & Music Committee, I am the point person for congregational input on weekly communion. I have chosen this position because I am truly neutral on the topic. I grew up in a Lutheran church where communion is celebrated twice a month. I have most recently come from a Lutheran church where communion is celebrated every week. There are things I like about both approaches and things I don’t. Because I am on the Worship & Music Committee, I have had the opportunity to discuss my feelings. Now I am giving you the opportunity to do the same. If you have a strong feeling one way or the other, please let me know. If you have a neutral feeling, please let me know that, too. 
          But before you make your decision, there are some points about communion to consider. Below I have outlined some of these points. They are not necessarily my thoughts. The paragraphs below will, I hope, provide you with food for thought as you think about the spiritual nourishment that comes with communion. 
          By having communion every week, Faith Lutheran would be fulfilling ELCA guidelines which state, “A congregation with an ordained pastor should celebrate Holy Communion every Sunday.” In addition, the Apology of the Augsburg Confession states, “Lutheran congregations celebrate the Holy Communion every Sunday and festival.” While these guidelines are important, Lutheran churches have not always had communion every week. Those of us who are considered “cradle” Lutherans probably were raised in churches that emphasized the importance of communion through the very fact that it was celebrated less often. Thus, many congregants may be conflicted as to what is currently being practiced by the ELCA and what has been tradition at both Faith Lutheran and the past churches of those not from Jackson.
          I suspect that no one will disagree when I say that communion is special and the most important element of our faith. Communion is a sacrament decreed by Christ and it is through the sacrament of communion that we often feel most connected, not only to Christ but also to one another. When we kneel or stand with one another at the altar rail, we know that we are participating in a sacrament that is at the core of what it means to be Christians. And herein lies the reason why weekly communion is such a passionate topic for many congregants. 
          Some people believe that communion should be celebrated every week because it is a constant reminder of Christ’s sacrifice and God’s love for us. It is a precious moment in the week that provides spiritual support, whether we are going about our daily routines or we are going to experience a challenging time or an unknown situation. Having communion every week keeps us constantly prepared to face whatever life throws at us. 
          Others believe that communion should be celebrated twice a month because it is a constant reminder of Christ’s sacrifice and God’s love for us. Yes, ultimately the reasons behind both views are the same. Those who would prefer not to have communion every week do so because they worry communion will become mundane and that the spiritual connection will be lost through the repetitiveness of the service.
          As you can see, moving to a weekly communion is fraught with challenge. Unfortunately, there is no way to please everyone in the congregation. No matter what decision is made, please remember that no one is ever forced to take communion. Sitting back a Sunday and having a private, personal moment of spirituality and connectedness to God without taking communion does not make you a bad Lutheran nor will anyone in the congregation think less of you. There is no right or wrong way for you to practice your spiritual beliefs and strengthen your own faith in God. 
          Please take some time to think about the issues regarding weekly communion. Pray. Talk it over with a friend or loved one. Read more on the issue at http://www.elca.org/Growing-In-Faith/Worship/Learning-Center/FAQs/Weekly-Communion.aspx. Be informed and then let me know where you stand on the issue of weekly communion by October 3. I look forward to hearing from you.

Council Meeting 9/18/2011
Called to order at 11:25 by President Carol Swank. Pastor Wargowsky presented the opening devotion.

Members present: Carol Swank, Bob Swank, treasurer, Mary Lynn Vititoe, Ron Cheatwood, Bob Ohler, John Ingram, Phyllis Michael and Pastor Robin Wargowsky. 

The minutes of the August meeting were presented. Moved to approve as by Bob, seconded by Mary Lynn, accepted as amended.The treasurer's report was presented by Bob Swank. Motion to accept the treasurer's report was made by Mary Lynn, seconded by Phyllis. The report was accepted. 

Council was advised that an upright piano might be available in Columbus. Pastor is checking further.

WELCA has revised the phone tree. This facilitates communication for the many “special events” which would be of interest to the congregation. Even in the event of extreme weather, Pastor and Council President will consult and decide when to cancel or suspend a church activity. In the case of specialty gatherings (choir practice for example) the leader for that activity will decide.
The question of having a Church Copyright license was raised. The matter was tabled for further study.
Committee Reports

Stewardship is seeking counters. Jamie Mauch and Heather Duda have agreed to do a month. Other pairs are needed. Takes about a half hour after service to count offering and make deposit.
Property committee still has to fix the roof leak. And the shingles of the original building may require attention also. The problem with our outdoor lighting needs to be fixed; Ron will discuss alternatives with the original supplier. Question about our “big” sign's appearance was discussed further. Several possibilities were proposed.
The Service Committee will receive a grant of $100 a month probably starting in February, 2012 from  Homeland Security to benefit our pantry. Other support for our pantry is still being sought.  It was noted that there is still continuing need for assistance in the community.

Worship Committee is planning on rotating psalm leadership. Next meeting is October 4th at 6:30.A pet blessing is planned for 3:00 on October 2nd. And a Healing Service is planned on October 16th.

Education Committee reports that our Sunday School program can use one more teacher. Pastor  has started  a Confirmation class.

Fellowship/Evangelism reported the pot luck dinner was a success.

The Pastor/Parish committee is scheduled to meet September 25th.  

Pastor Robin presented her report which is attached.

In other business due to our tight financial status, it was decided that we cannot help with the postage to mail the Christmas shoe boxes which are prepared by WELCA. Also discussed briefly was the “First Call Theological” which Pastor is required to attend. Carol is writing to question the distances required for some of these mandated meetings. 

Council moved its October meeting to the 2nd because of multiple conflicts for the second Sunday usual date.

There being no other business, Council adjourned at 12:45 with the Lord's Prayer.

Walking Together 









As most of you know, each congregation passes on a certain percentage of their offerings to the synod for benevolence and mission, and each synod forwards a certain amount to the churchwide organization. This “undesignated giving” is what helps ministries such as ELCA Disaster Response, ELCA World Hunger, and ELCA Global Mission (just to name a few) operate and respond quickly to needs here in the US and all over the globe. Other financial gifts are made that are specifically earmarked for a particular cause or event, such as the recent hurricane, Irene. 100% of earmarked contributions are used as designated.


Hurricane Irene brought devastation and historic flooding to the Northeast earlier this month, and approximately 9 million people were under mandatory evacuation. The cleanup and rebuilding will take weeks and months. Thanks to you and other generous members of the ELCA, ELCA Disaster Response distributed initial emergency grants totaling $71,000, and is working with the congregations in the affected communities to determine what additional resources are needed.


Clean-up and rebuilding also continues in the North Dakota communities affected by flooding in August. In both regions of the country, there is an added urgency knowing the first snows and cold weather are potentially only a few weeks away.


At the other end of the weather spectrum, Texas is still enduring drought conditions and wildfires. The drought and wildfires have destroyed hay crops used to feed livestock. With no feed available for purchase, many farmers and ranchers in the state are selling their cattle out of desperation. Lutheran pastor Harold R. McMillin learned of the need for hay, brought it to the attention of his Iowa congregation, and farmers and ranchers in the area quickly began organizing a “hay lift” to the affected Texas communities. 


ELCA Disaster Response provided an initial $25,000 to support the hay lift. Thousands of additional dollars have also been pledged from ELCA members in the Midwest who heard about the hay lift and wanted to help. The greatest obstacle so far has been finding truckers and trucking companies who are willing to haul the hay. For those in Texas, the hay can literally mean the difference between being able to continue to farm or losing their livelihood and way of life. Pastor Diane M. Eggemeyer, who serves a Lutheran congregation in Miles, Texas, and whose husband is a life-long farmer, said they were down to 30 head of cattle from 150, and if they cannot get hay, they will be down to 5 head by next week. 

Clearly, the needs are great, but Lutherans are responding. Floods, drought, wildfires: through your congregational giving you truly make a difference. What a blessing you are!
